EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The purpose of this report is to provide Council with additional information in regard to the previous
request received from Eromanga District Rodeo Association to provide assistance with the
construction of a new ablution block at the Eromanga Rodeo Grounds.

RECOMMENDATION
That Council resolves to:

1.  Support the request from Eromanga District Rodeo Association Incorporated to assist with the
construction of a new ablution block at Eromanga Rodeo Grounds by providing a financial
contribution of up to $50,000 for works associated with the installation of a new septic system;

Amend the current budgett o r e f | e cfihanc@lcontriltuiioh t© the project; and

Delegate power to the Chief Executive Officer pursuant to section 257 of the Local Government
Act 2009 to negotiate, finalise and execute any and all matters associated with or in relation to
this project.

BACKGROUND

(Included in report to Council i September 2024)

Eromanga District Rodeo Association received advice on 6 September that they were successful in
obtaining a grant through the Gambling Community Benefit Fund (GCBF) for a new ablution block
at the Eromanga Sports Complex. The Committee thanked Council for providing a letter of support
for this funding application.

Discussion regarding the project took place at the Annual General Meeting held on 7 September and
the Committee has submitted their conceptual plans to Council for further discussion. The existing
toilets are in a location where the tree roots are prevalent and the septic tanks are in a relatively low-
lying area, hence the suggestion to change the location as indicated in the attached drawing.

The Committee indicated they would like to see a robust building that is easily cleaned, that
complements the surrounding landscape and that will be long-standing.

Despite the alternate new site for the ablution block, the Committee still propose to demolish the
existing toilet blocks (2 x concrete tanks, 2 x tin sheds) following completion of the construction of
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the new ablution block. The tin shed toilets are currently completely inoperable and the concrete
tanks are unable to cope with event capacity and do not meet current standards.

In addition to the building costs being covered by the grant, the Eromanga Rodeo Association will
be contributing the following to the project:

1. Demolition of existing buildings and associated infrastructure which includes: - Earthworks
associated with cleanup and site preparation; - Concrete pad for the building and any
pathways; - Landscaping upon completion of building.

Given the scope of the project and that Eromanga Rodeo Grounds is a Council facility, the
Committee would like to ask Council for assistance in completing the project by way of providing the
following contributions:

1. Supply and levelling of road base for building foundations;

2. Assist with designing a suitable septic system (for capacity crowds) and lodgement of all Council
required planning, building and septic applications for approval - including waiving all associated
fees;

3. Full costs of supply and installation of an approved septic system.

The Committee is hoping to have the project completed in time for their annual event held over the
Easter long weekend (Friday, 8 April 2025 to Sunday, 20 April 2025). Project acquittal is due 6
September 2025.

District Rodeo Association Inc. will be required to further discuss the location and layout of
the ablution block to enable a quotation to be

An onsite Meeting was held at the Eromanga Rodeo Grounds on 6 November 2024. The meeting
was attended by Director Corporate and Community Services, Acting Director of Infrastructure
Services, Water and Sewerage Project Manager, Senior Road Construction, Maintenance and
Structures Supervisor, Eromanga District Rodeo Association Secretary and Treasurer and three
EDRA Committee members.

As a result of discussions at this meeting, the Water and Sewerage Project Manager has compiled
a comprehensive report for Council és consideratio
associated matters at the Eromanga Rodeo Grounds which is an attachment to this report.

Hello Brian,

First Cut-for Eromanga

This e-mail follows on from meetings with the Rodeo Association and QSC staff including a site
inspection on Wednesday regarding the proposed construction of a new ablution facility at the
site and the condition of the existing facilities. Note | have also conducted an on-site inspection
separately.

In Brief there is no significant issues with the proposal to construct new amenities and indeed
would likely rectify some of the matters of concern at the site. Key issues relate to water supply,
the existing amenities and On-Site Sewage treatment and disposal - | have provided
suggestions in the Proposed move forward” below. These include, however not limited to:

1. Background information:

a. The complexis, as | understand owned by Council and operated by the Rodeo
Associated. Tenure of individual buildings are TBC

b. The site is used for 3-5 days each year for an event - around Easter each year.

c. Thereisintermittent usage throughout the year — understand this generally relates to
the “odd” caravan staying on site on an ad- hoc basis

d. The existing facilities are in varying states of serviceability and most do require work to
bring same up to a reasonable standard. These are discussed below.

2. Water Supply. This is a matter for consideration and making people aware - as |
understand it hasn’t been raised previously with the relevant stakeholders.

a. The current water supply, as lunderstand, is sourced from a bore located to the rear of
the hall to the grounds - a distance of about 2 KM. This supply is not treated.

b. Water is stored in two large tanks and then pumped around the facility as required.

c. Theintentis to connect the new amenities to the existing water supply

d. This water is not treated — note that given the limited usage on site the use of “treated”
water is problematic given the usage throughout the year.

e. Asdisinfection or the use of treated/disinfected water has a reasonably short life span
and the issues associated with supplying treated water to site (cost, storage, and
usage), | would suggest that this is not considered as an option yet. Should the site start
to have a more regular usage - say weekly/fortnightly events then this should be
revisited.

f. Aslunderstand there have been no reported illnesses from the consumption/ use of
water and, | would reasonable expect this is fair and reasonable. Most people attending
any events would be used to this type of water or be bringing their own water. However,
itis a Risk that should be managed by the association and Council appropriately. Likely
the greater risk is that usage in the Kitchen - preparing meals, washing and the like.

g. This matter was raised on Wednesday’s site meeting, and | suggest the following
actions:
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= Consult Council EHO and obtain some guidance from an environmental and public
health perspective.

=  Water filtration or other options (including do nothing) may still be entirely
appropriate given the circumstances.

= Asminimum install “Non-Potable” signage on all taps etc at the site

= Discuss the matter with the respective insurers.

3. Existing Amenities
a. There are a number of sets of amenities on site and in varying states repair. In brief:

= “newer” amenities (male and female) are located on the southern side of the site
adjacent to the water storage tanks and generator. | understand this building as
constructed by the association. They have a septic tank and pump out located to
the rear of the buildings

=  A“Demountable” amenity is located to the SW of the main facilities and as |
understand installed about two (2) years or so ago. This was originally located at
QSC depot. They have a septic tank and pump out located to the norther end of the
building

= Kitchen-Located in the “centre” of the main lot of buildings. Has a Grease
Interceptor Trap (GIT) and unknown disposal - likely trench.

= Asetof three amenities being located on the western side of the complex adjacent
to a water course:

1. One (1) old set of amenities and as | understand will be demolished — are no
longer used. And

2. Two (2) “ relocated” concrete toilet blocks. Understand these are set to
remain however | would suggest they are inspected for maintenance
requirements. There are a number of broken waste and drainage pipes on
both buildings connecting to the septic tanks.

3. All the above facilities are connected to septic tanks and a common pump
out.

4. Proposed Amenities

Plans have been provided and consist of male and female ablution and disabled toilets.
Recommendations have been made to the associated to ensure that the appropriate
level of PWD facilities are provided, given the new facilities. The preferred site in on the
western side of the complex adjacent to some old buildings and unused stalls.

5. Onsite Sewerage Facilities

a. The existing onsite facilities comprise a combination of septic tanks of varying
sizes and conditions with pump outs. These pump effluent directly to a water
course located on the western side of the complex. As | understand the pump
outs for 3 aiand ii above have been recently installed (past few years). See
photos below. Note Council staff cleaned out the pump outs which has some
build-up of sludge - this is an issue.
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b. Council should note that is not an appropriate way to discharge effluent poses a

Risk for environmental, public, and general health risk. Council is also at risk
being the Local Authority.

| also note that the site does flood from time to time - this is generally in the wet
season and when not in use.

It should be noted that at this stage it would be “impractical” to connect the site
to sewerage (CED) in town given the limited usage. However, should this change
- it should be considered.

6. Key Considerations

As requested | have considered a number of options to deal with the various matters
raised. | would suggest the following actions:

a.

Consideration must be given to locality and noting the likely usage and area that
does get flooded from time to time - there needs to be a degree of logic, and a
site-specific focus applied.

The issues of usage and flooding does impact of some of the key design
considerations. The water level, as noted on site is some 500 mm +/- across the
site. This make it rather impractical for a standard form approach - Noting that
these facilities are not used when flooding occurs (generally) therefore the
trench systems would be dry.

One key matter is the physical numbers on site - | have been advised this may
range from 250 and up to 500 based on previous events. Also noting that many
bring their own “on wheels” accommodation and toilets/ showers etc.

7. Proposed Move Forward.

a.

Subject to the approval by Council to allow the Rodeo Association to progress
with their proposal. Construct a new onsite Sewerage Facility (likely a suitable
size Septic tank and pump out tank) and appropriate Land Application Area(s)
for the new amenities. Note. Land Application Areas (LAA) are a term for
disposal sites for effluent. Given the effluent quality and site these will likely be
trench systems. Note there could be a cost sharing of the Land Application Area
with the association.

As part of the above the Land Application Areas should have a degree of
redundancy to assistance in the variables in numbers attending. At this stage |
am expecting three(3) Land Application Areas would be appropriate.

Connect the existing systems (pump outs) to the new Land application Aeras —
this should include the Kitchen. This will eliminate disposal of effluent into the
water course.

Carry out repairs to the existing facilities as required. This includes pipework,
tanks, and pumps etc.

Prepare a management plan for the maintenance of the complex and facility.
Can be part of the Preventative maintenance program for Council (currently
being developed).

In the early stages | would expect a budget cost of circa $50K

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Eromanga State School P&C has submitted a Community Assistance Grant Program application
requesting financial assistance to support the delivery of swimming lessons for children living in the
Eromanga District of the Quilpie Shire for the 2025 Swimming session.

RECOMMENDATION

That Council note the Community Assistance Grant application received from the Eromanga
State School P and C and does not approve the request for a cash contribution to assist in
covering the cost of qualified swimming instructors, transportation and necessary swimming
equipment for children residing on remote properties to participate in the swimming program.

BACKGROUND

A Community Assistance Grant application has been received from the Eromanga State School
P & C to support the delivery of swimming lessons for children living in Eromanga District of the
Quiilpie Shire.

The Eromanga community includes many families living on properties that are geographically
isolated from townships, making it difficult for children to access swimming education and water
safety training.

The proposed project will offer swimming lessons for children residing on remote properties. The
lessons will take place at a centrally located swimming pool between 8 October and 3 December
2024, facilitated by qualified instructors. The aim is to provide an inclusive, accessible program that
ensures all children in the Eromanga community, no matter their location, have the opportunity to
develop essential water safety skills and confidence in the water.

The total cost of the Community Swimming Lessons program is $2,282.26. The Eromanga State
School P&C has requested a direct cash contribution of $1,782.26 from Quilpie Shire Council to
assist with the cost of qualified swimming instructors, transportation and necessary swimming
equipment. Eromanga State School P&C will contribute $500 to the program.

Council has previously provided financial assistance on two separate occasions toward travel costs
for swimming instructors to provide lessons in Eromanga as outlined below. However, this
community assistance was provided at a time that there was ho Swimming Pool Lessee Contract in
Eromanga. Council now holds a Pool Lease in which any such travel expenses associated with
